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Accreditation is a voluntary method of quality assurance
developed more than 100 years ago by American universities
and secondary schools. Today, to demonstrate educational
quality, accreditation is used by education providers of all
types from traditional schools to distance learning providers
to tutoring centers serving all ages of students from toddlers
to adults.

Accreditation engages the school community in meeting
high quality standards, implementing a continuous
improvement process, and engaging in quality assurance
through internal and external review. Accredited schools
demand rigor, use data to make informed decisions, and
approach the documentation of results with discipline.
Accredited schools invite external scrutiny and welcome

the constructive feedback of peers.
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
