Summer Financial Aid and Institutional Award Application

A limited number of awards are available to individuals who are in good academic and financial aid standing
and are PRE-REGISTERED for summer classes on either a part-time or full-time basis.

APPLICATION PROCESS:

Applications will be accepted in the Financial Aid Office between April 15" and May 15" each year. Awards
will consist of partial or full credit for in-state tuition, depending on the number of applicants. (Out-of-state or
WUE residents who receive an award must pay the difference between in-state and  out-state/WUE tuition
costs.) Students will be responsible for their fees, books, and supplies.

Notification of awards will start by the 3" week of May. You may also view your award via LancerNet.
CRITERIA:

= Must be in good academic and financial aid standing.

= Must be attending summer classes at EWC (consortium classes are not eligible for summer assistance).

= Must be pre-registered for classes. A copy of your summer schedule must accompany your application. If
you do not receive an award, you may cancel your pre-registration without penalty if you cancel prior to the
second class meeting, with the exception of Cosmetology.

= Courses must be applicable to your degree or certificate program. (Fitness Center cannot be covered with
the award.)

= Only complete applications will be considered. (Parts A, B, and C must be completed.)

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:

Consideration:

1) *Recent high school graduates will be given priority consideration.

2) *Students currently enrolled in an EWC certificate or degree program.

3) Non-EWC students (If you are not an EWC student, please list the college you are attending on the
application form. Applicants who are not presently attending EWC must have an Application for
Admission on file.

*Your application for a summer award cannot be considered without your official high school or college
transcript being on file at Eastern Wyoming College. If you have never attended college and did not receive a
high school diploma, we will need to have a copy of your GED certificate on file.

Federal Pell grants are available for the summer session. Students must have a completed a FAFSA for the
correct award year. Students should check with their Financial Aid specialist regarding eligibility for Pell.
Federal Subsidized Stafford Loans are limited to the unused amount of your applicable annual limit.
